Bill Worrell, Antioch resident, reminded the community the Bay and Delta Conservation Plan
EIR was scheduled to meet on March 23, 2009, at the Brentwood multi-use room from 6:00-
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10:00 p.M. He shared his concern regarding the lack of political opposition to the plan, and
guestioned the wisdom of approval of the proposal, given the resulting financial impacts for the
local area.

City Manager Jakel announced the City Council would be in session on March 24, 2009; the
Groundbreaking Ceremony for the Prewett Park Community Center would be held at 10:00
AM. on March 21, 2009 and the Quality of Life Forum will be held on April 4, 2009.

COUNCIL COMMUNICATIONS

Councilmember Parsons stated she understood Mr. Worrell’s concerns related to the Bay and
Delta Conservation plan, noted she had written letters and joined Restore the Delta. She
further stated she had participated in Read Across America, a prayer service at Holy Rosary
Church and Little League opening day,

Councilmember Rocha announced the Caesar Chavez Award would be held on March 27,
2009 at Los Medanos College; a Tri-tip Dinner for Kiwanis was scheduled for at VFW on
March 21, 2009; a Rotary Italian Dinner to benefit the Bedford Center will be held on March 28
at the Senior Center and Coffee with Cops would be held on March 21, 2009 from 9:00 — 11:00
AM. at the Police Department Community Room.

Councilmember Parsons announced the Deer Valley Foundation would be sponsoring a dinner
at Lone Tree Golf Course Event Center on March 21, 2008. Proceeds would go to benefit the
school.

Councilmember Kalinowski announced he had attended a performance of Proof, performed at
the Hapgood Theater, adding the performance was excellent. He further reported a
scheduling conflict would prevent his attendance at the Prewett Park ribbon cutting.

Councilmember Moore agreed with Councilmember Kalinowski, regarding the outstanding
performance of Proof, which he described as “phenomenal.”

Councilmember Parsons commented she felt the pictures provided to Council by Mr. Payton
appeared to indicate some of the said issues were related to agencies other than the City.

Mayor Davis reported he had visited Washington D.C., on behalf of the City and Delta Diablo
Sanitation District, he did not elaborate on the outcome of the visit.
